Overall: Requires Improvement

Staff at the school remain immensely proud of all pupils and their achievements.
There have been many changes and challenges over the past few years, which the
whole school community have responded to. Staff have worked incredibly hard
during this time, with children’s best interests at the heart of everything they do.

A lot of work has taken place to improve the curriculum. Inspectors were fully supportive
of this but feel the school needs a little more time to allow the changes to embed so that
the impact of these changes can be seen.

Inspectors recognised a number of positives across the school including:

This helps
staff to encourage a love of reading.’

‘Children got off to a flying start in the early years.’
